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            The Judging Process 
 

The process of judging is a consideration of the following cri-

teria:  Craftsmanship, accuracy, essence, and artistry. Each of 

these criteria explained below. 
 

CRAFTSMANSHIP:  Craftsmanship refers to the general skills in-

volved in the carving, sculpting, painting, and finishing of a carving and 

their combined execution in the juried piece. Both the carving and the 

habitat or accessories are considered. Craftsmanship is viewed as the to-

tal presentation of the carving. It is basic to excellence in carving. 

 

ACCURACY:  Accuracy involves the technical correctness of a piece 

from a scientific perspective. Is the carving the right size? Is the colora-

tion correct? Are all the parts properly placed? Accuracy involves the 

total composition, including all of the components and the appropriate-

ness of those components as a composite carving.  
 

ESSENCE:  Capturing the essence of the subject involves taking accu-

racy one-step further. Psychologists use the term gestalt to refer to the 

total integration of parts as being more than just the summation of the 

parts. It involves a thorough knowledge of oneôs subject and the ability 

to accurately capture that subject in wood. Capturing  the essence of a 

subject in wood results in a carving that reflects life or gives it a spark 

that will bring it to its fullest and most accurate potential. 

 

ARTISTRY:  The artistry of a piece is reflected in its design and com-

position. Presentation, innovation and creativity are all components of 

artistry. There should be a beauty in the concept apart from the beauty of 

the main carving itself. Line, form, content, color, mass, and movement 

should all work together to create an integrated whole. Of all criteria in 

carving, artistry is the most elusive, the most difficult to explain, to 

teach, to analyze in the works of others, and to instill in oneôs own work. 

But, this difficulty is an indication of its importance. Carving requires a 

multitude of technical skills, easily learned if one wishes to make the ef-

fort. Additionally, it requires a thorough knowledge and understanding of 

the subject. Most importantly, it involves the ability to bring all these ele-

ments together in an artistically designed, executed and presented piece. 

 

All Four Criteria Are Equally Important:  The criteria overlap and 

build on each other. In order for a carving to reach itôs fullest potential it 

must succeed in all four areas simultaneously. For the sake of clarity we 

have dealt with them individually, but in reality the distinctions are not 

clear-cut. The better a carving is, the more difficult it is to distinguish 

one criteria from another, and this is how it should be. Ultimately, a carv-

ing should be a perfect union of all the components, in which the four 

become one.      

 

After the judging is finished, talk with a judge about your carving. Ask 

the individual to critique your carving in relation to the four criteria of 

craftsmanship, accuracy, essence and artistry. The judge will be pleased 

to critique your carving so that you may improve your carving skill and 

presentation. The judging process is a learning opportunity for the carver 

and the judge. 

    Carver and Woodcraft Skill Levels 

 

Junior ï Open to carvers and woodcrafters aged 16 and 

younger. 
 

Beginner ï First entry level for category competition.  A carver 

or woodcrafter  may enter his/her carvings or  woodcraft project 

at this skill level for their FIRST YEAR of carving or  wood-

working ONLY. 
 

Novice ï A Carver or woodcrafter may enter his/her carvings or 

woodcraft project at this skill level until he/she has won five 

first place awards or two best of division awards in the novice 

skill level at PNC sanctioned shows. 
 

Intermediate ï A carver or woodcrafter may enter his/her carv-

ings or woodcraft project at this skill level until he/she has won 

two best of division awards in the intermediate skill level at 

PNC sanctioned shows. 
 

Advanced ï A carver or woodcrafter may enter the Advanced/

open skill level until he/she wins 3 Best of Division awards, one 

each on different carvings with one Best of Division having 

been won at each of two different PNC shows.  
 

Expert ï A carver or woodcrafter may be classed as an 

ñExpertò in one field and allowed to compete as ñAdvancedò in 

other fields. The qualifying fields are: Section I ï Waterfowl & 

Birds, Section II Mammals & Fish, Section III- Human & Cari-

cature, Section IV ï  Special Types, Section V ï Relief, Section 

VI - Native American, and section VII-Woodworking. Upon 

qualifying as an expert in 4 of the 7 sections and winning a blue 

ribbon at the expert level within each section, the expert carver 

will achieve the honored distinction of Master Carver or Wood 

crafter.

    The entry fee for judged carvings and woodcraft projects will be $5.00 

per carving or woodcraft project for pre-registrations; $7.00 per carving or 

woodcraft project for on-site registration of Friday November 9th at 15:00. 
 

    Carvers or wood crafters may enter as many carvings as they want in 

the Judged Gallery and a maximum of five carvings or woodcraft projects 

will be charged an entry fee.  The maximum charge for pre-registrations 

will be $25.00; $35.00 max. for on-site registrations. 
 

   No entry fee will be charged for carvers or woodcrafters aged 16 and 

younger, entering in the Junior section. 
 

No entry fee will be charged for carvings or woodcraft projects wood-

crafters enter in the Courtesy Carving Gallery.  Please limit items for 

Courtesy Gallery to five carvings or wood-craft projects. Please limit size 

of pieces. 
 

   Carvers or wood crafters who pre-register their entries will pick up their 

entry tags at the pre-registration table when they bring their carvings to 

the show on Friday evening or Saturday morning. The carver or wood-

crafter must then attach the entry tag securely to the carving or woodcraft 

according to the instructions and it will then be placed in the gallery. 
 

   Please note:  all carvings or woodcraft that are to be hung MUST have 

hanging wires securely attached.  Carvings or woodcraft that are to be 

hung will NOT be accepted without hanging wires.  NWCA will not be 

responsible for any damage to carvings resulting from inadequate hanging 

devices.  We donôt wish to see any of your carvings or woodwork broken!   
 

Shipped carvings must be received no later than Nov. 9th, 2007.  Mail -

ins must be shipped in a suitable container and must be accompanied by 

return postage, insurance fees, and a $5.00 handling fee.  Please also put a 

label inside and on the outside of the shipping container.

All tables will be reserved on a first come-first served basis.  Please

All table reservations MUST be received by November 1st, 2007 
 

Vendor table fee:  $25.00 per 8 foot table. 2 people to work the area, any 

others will have to pay admission fee. 

Vendor sales -- Sales are permitted of carvings, tools, patterns, wood and 

other carving related items only.  All sales will be made directly by the 

vendor.  Each vendor will be responsible for the collection and payment 

of Washington State sales tax at a rate of 8.8%.   
 

Club table fee:  First table free; additional tables $20.00 each.

Early dismantling is not allowed, please. 

 

Judged Entry Rules and Regulations: 
 1. All carving and woodcraft entries are to be carved or made in hard        

medium only ï wood, ivory, horn, bone, or stone are all acceptable.   

 2. Carvers and woodcrafters MUST enter ALL of their carvings and 

woodcraft projects in one and only one carver or woodcrafter skill 

level, (except for Expert).   

 3. The Courtesy Gallery is open to all carvers and woodcrafters and has 

no entry fee.  Limit of five carvings or woodcraft project per carver or 

wood crafter, please.   

 4.  The Judged Gallery is open to all carvers and wood crafters.   

 5. Carvers and woodcrafters may enter a maximum of two carvings or 

woodcraft projects per category.  There is no limit on the total number 

of carvings entered.   

 6. Important Display Information Two-dimensional entries must be prop-

erly strung with WIRE, ready to hang (string unacceptable), and en-

tries with saw-tooth hangers or any other type small hanger will be re-

fused as they are deemed unstable to hang on pegboard hooks. Two-

dimensional plates may have table stands. NWCA will not be responsi-

ble for damage to carvings resulting from inadequate hanging devices.   

 7. Carvings and woodcraft projects in the Judged Gallery must have been 

completed within the past two years.  If the work is by more than one 

artist, all must be credited.   

 8. The Registration Committee and or Judges may change a carving or 

woodcraft to another division or category.  No carver or wood crafter 

may be moved up a skill level without his or her permission.   

 9.  The decisions of the judges are final and not subject to review.   

10. All carvings or woodcraft must remain on exhibit until 4:15 P.M. Sun-

day, November 11th - Absolutely no exceptions!   

11. All carvings or woodcraft must be picked up at the close of the show, 

between 4:15 and 5:15 P.M, November 11th.   

12. Selling Carvings: Carvers wishing to sell their work at the NWCA 

Show are simply required to indicate so on the entry form. Buyers may 

contact an NWCA member at the club information booth to make ar-

rangements to purchase the carving on display, on a first come, first 

serve basis. A 10% commission will be charged to the carver for this 

service. The fee will be used to offset the cost of the show. All artwork 

must remain on display until the show closes. This 10% commission 

does not apply to items sold at booths rented by clubs.
